Blades: F.I.E.-approved blades size 5 (Maraging) or F.I.E.-N-blades size 5 (other approved alloys)
Fencing suit: 800 N F.I.E.-approved and additional protective vest 800 N F.I.E.-approved

15. Liability: Organizer, presenter and local organizer are not liable for any damages.

16. Doping tests: Doping tests may be conducted.

17. Referees: German clubs:
• 4 - 7 fencers: 1 nationally qualified (C-N Lizenz) referees
• 8 and more fencers: 2 nationally qualified (C-N Lizenz) referees
International clubs:
• 5 - 8 fencers: 1 nationally qualified referee
• 9 and more fencers: 2 nationally qualified referees
Note:
This rule is valid per club per day. Each missing referee may be bought out for a fee of 250,00 Euro, 
otherwise the participation in the competition is not possible. Upon timely inquiry, the organizer might be able 
to provide a limited number of referees at a price of 150,0 Euros.
